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ABSTRACT

This article deals with the issues of rapid development in Japanese and Gulf Arab literature.
The late 19th and early 20th centuries played an important role in the history of Japanese literature.
The 20-year period following the Mayji Revolution, which opened the door to a new era, was a time
of serious change for Japanese literature. Long-term research on the further development of
Japanese national literature has begun to be resolved

Writers of New Japan, who have experienced the rise and fall of the democratic movement
for freedom and the rights of the people in the 1980s, have emerged in the country. The most
talented of them became masters of Japanese literature of the 20th century.

The issue of synthesis of cultures has become one of the most important issues in Japanese
literary consciousness. In particular, the aesthetic diversity of the West and the East has created a
process of interdependence. The traditions of both cultures, due to the peculiarities of their
historical development, required the mutual study of each other, which did not exist. In the late
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, this law was evident in Japanese literature.

Japanese literature developed during the late 19th and early 20th centuries with dramatic
changes. In the post-Mayji Revolution, a close acquaintance with Western literature led to the
emergence, transformation, and the emergence of a new era of Japanese literature as a result of
theoretical knowledge of Japanese literature.

The formation of Arab Gulf literature took place in the second half of the twentieth century,
decades after the development of modern literature in Egypt, Syria, Lebanon, Irag, and Tunisia. By
the end of the 20th century, it joined the world literary process and gained worldwide popularity.

Literary revival in Egypt, Lebanon, Syria, and some Arab Maghreb countries began in the
second half of the 19th century. switched to literature.

As a result, by the late 21st century Arabic literature had a similar path to the development
of advanced Arabic literature, but they were distinctive.

This situation has led to the emergence of a "theory of rapid development” in the example of
late modern literature. In the Gulf Arabian Gulf, Kuwait, Bahrain, Qatar and other Arab countries
have become more complex and controversial in the form of a rapid leap into, or jump to, a new
type of modern literature.

However, the rapid development of literature in the Persian Gulf has not gone unnoticed
either. The emergence of modern literature in Kuwait, Bahrain, Yemen, Saudi Arabia began in the
40-50's of the 20th century and quickly gained popularity in the Arab world and reached the level
of Egyptian and Syrian literature. However, in Qatar, Oman and the United Arab Emirates, the
process of renewal of literature began much later, in the 60-70s of the 20th century, and there was
a rapid movement towards publication of literary activity in other Arab countries.

INTRODUCTION

Japan, with its oriental ancient history, high culture and spiritual wealth, is among the
countries that have made a significant contribution to the treasure of world literature. Kunchikar
writers have been creating meaningful and high works for centuries. The perfection of its ideas,
characters, direction and artistry has made Japanese literature a force to be reckoned with in the
world.
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The period covering the end of the XIXth and the beginning of the XX centuries has an
important place in the history of Japanese literature. The 20-year period after the Meiji Revolution,
which opened the door to a new era, became a period of serious change for Japanese literature. The
long-standing search for the further development of Japanese national literature has begun to find its
solution®,

In this period, the spiritual life of the nation developed, and acute questions were raised
about which artistic system related to the worldview should be accepted as the most important. The
process of changing the traditional views that defined the structure and order of the old literature,
which began in the 70s and 80s, continued. The struggle of the new artistic consciousness and views
with the old ones was decided in favor of the former.

Writers who experienced the rise and decline of the democratic movements "for freedom
and people's rights™ in the 80s of the XX th century, and who are considered peers of the new Japan,
are beginning to appear in the country. The most talented of them became figures of Japanese
literature of the XXth century.

In Japan, the formation of literature showing advanced stages of capitalism began in the 80s
of the XIX century, that is, less than a hundred years later than in France or Russia. At one time,
Japan's development was very rapid, and in a short period of time, Japan caught up with countries
that had recently surpassed it in some areas, mainly in capitalist development. This led to the
continuation of certain stages in the development of Japanese literature for a very short period of
time. While Romanticism lasted for several decades in Europe, this trend lasted only one decade
(90s) in Japan. This situation has always led to the incorrectness of these stages, to the
underdevelopment of the elements that make up and are characteristic of them. One direction did
not develop fully and gave way to another®.

MAIN PART. The old literary schools and movements, which did not reflect the serious
shifts that occurred in the entire system of artistic thought, were poured without arousing any
interest. In the literary field, the representatives of romanticism, who were initially embodied as
supporters of the high value of individual freedom - the movement for romanticism, and then the
realists and naturalists, who were supporters of the realistic reflection of all aspects of life - united
in new literary movements such as the movement for naturalism.

At the end of the XIX century, more than a hundred socio-literary magazines were published
in Japan, which created the ground for the development of new literature. In addition to the
theoretical development of the laws and regulations of this literature, translated or original works
were also published in magazines.

The end of the XIX and the beginning of the XX century was a period of active integration of
ideas. Japanese literature became closely acquainted with various aesthetic currents of the West and
began to assimilate them. The great writer Natsume Soseki, who appeared on the literary scene at the
beginning of the XX century, showed the development of the entire world literature in the form of a
scheme. In it, Japanese classic literature is marked by a parallel line with European literature, while new
Japanese literature is interpreted as a branch of the tree representing the entire world literature. Concepts
and ideas about the autonomy of Japanese culture and the isolation of the path of development gradually
disappeared.

The question of the synthesis of cultures has become one of the most important issues in the
literary mind of Japan. In particular, the diversity of the Western and Eastern aesthetic views
created a process of their mutually demanding each other. The traditions of both cultures, due to the
peculiarities of their historical development, demanded mutual learning from each other. At the end
of the XIX and the beginning of the XX century, this concept was clearly manifested in Japanese
literature.

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Of course, there were also critics who considered the synthesis of different cultures to be a
foreign and alien process for the Japanese people. However, there were many representatives of
literature, such as the writer Uchimura Kanzo, who ignored the heritage of national culture and
supported the creation of a new European-style literature.

Japanese literature developed in the late XIX and early XX centuries, undergoing drastic
changes. In the period after the Meiji Revolution, close acquaintance with Western literature led to
the emergence of various trends in Japanese literature, re-formation, and theoretical knowledge,
resulting in the emergence of a unique new era of Japanese literature.

By the way, regarding the Arab countries of the Gulf, we should note that the formation of the
literature of these Arab countries took place in the second half of the XX century, several decades after
the development of the modern literature of Egypt, Syria, Lebanon, Irag, and Tunisia. By the end of the
XX century, it joined the world literary process and reached the world level.

The study of the literature of the Arab countries of the Gulf as a national literature that has
left the traditional patterns and joined the world literary process over the past half century is of
particular scientific importance, because this issue is related to the problem of the rapid
development of the literature of the countries of the Arabian Peninsula. If the literary renewal in
Egypt, Lebanon, Syria, and some Arab Maghrib countries began in the second half of the XIX
century, in the Arab countries located on the Arabian Peninsula, this process began a century later,
that is, in the second half of the XX century, and in a very short period of time, a new type of
literary tradition was formed from the classical literary traditions formed in the Middle Ages.
passed to modern literature.

As a result, late-developed Arabic literature in the XXI century followed a path similar to
the development path of advanced Arabic literature, but they were distinguished by their own
characteristics.

Such a situation led to the emergence of the “theory of rapid development” in the case of late
modern literature.°

Kuwait, Bahrain, Qatar and other countries located in the Persian Gulf have taken a complex,
contradictory tone in the form of a rapid transition to a new type of modern literature, rather
"jumping".

We can find out the reasons for this from the fact that these Gulf Arab countries have gone
through a unique, even unigue, path of socio-historical development. In the first decades of the XX
century, these countries lived in a backward way of life typical of the Middle Ages, and in the
second half of the XX century, they experienced very sharp economic, social, and political changes.
Such changes were not observed in countries such as Egypt, Syria, and Lebanon, where the literary
renewal took place first.

At the same time, the accelerated development of literature in the countries located in the
Persian Gulf did not go in the same direction. The formation of modern literature in Kuwait, Bahrain,
Yemen, and Saudi Arabia began in the 40s and 50s of the XX century, and writers known throughout
the Arab world quickly emerged and reached the level of Egyptian and Syrian literature. But in Qatar,
Oman, and the United Arab Emirates, the process of literature renewal began later, that is, in the 60-70s
of the XX century, and it was observed that there is a movement to quickly catch up with other Arab
countries in terms of publication activity and artistic level.

If we dwell on the characteristics of the development of the literature of the countries of the
Arabian Peninsula, they are not based on the Western literature, but primarily on the literature of
Egypt, Syria, and Lebanon. Another unique aspect is that Arab writers did not go through the
process of adapting medieval literary processes to new types of modern literary genres or did not
work on creating a new narrative style. They had before them the experience of Egyptian or Syrian
literature in creating a new Arabic literature of 100 years. A great role was played in the formation

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of literary tastes by a large number of publications from Egypt, Lebanon, Syria and other parts of
the Arab world, including artistic and critical works. Writers of Kuwait and Bahrain, who lived in a
very difficult socio-economic environment since the 40s and 50s of the XX century, approached the
ideas of the enlightened people of Egypt, Syria, and Lebanon more, because they saw the factor of
their task in raising knowledge, consciousness, and moral views.

The flow of "oil money" as a result of oil production has completely changed the life of the
countries of the Arabian Peninsula. The material condition of the population has increased
dramatically, the opportunities to get acquainted with the world civilization have expanded through
the most advanced technical means that have been brought to the country. As a result of getting to
know and being influenced by various literatures, in the literature of these countries, a mixture
(harmonization) of several directions was observed, from the literature of enlightenment to the
modernist literature. If it took several decades for the formation and development of one direction
in the literature of Egypt, Syria, and Lebanon, in the literature of Kuwait, Bahrain, and Yemen,
there were situations where one direction was replaced by another direction without reaching its full
formation. However, in the literature of Qatar, Oman, and the United Arab Emirates, the literature
of enlightenment did not develop at all.

In general, in the countries of the Arabian Peninsula, the genres of educational literature -
travelogues, historical novels, encyclopedias and philosophical works - were hardly created. Their place
was taken by social-household story and social-household novel. In these works, one could sometimes
sense admonition, a more romantic (“al-ittijah al-wijdania™) mood. The emergence of a romantic mood
in these countries was caused by sharp turns, radical changes, quietness as a result of the construction
boom, and feelings of longing for the lost traditions of material life.

However, the realistic style was formed before these literatures from the styles suitable for
the enlightenment or romantic spirit, because the essence of social and domestic works demanded
more realistic depiction of life, events, and personalities. By this time, various forms of realism
were already prevailing in the advanced literature of Egypt, Syria, and Lebanon. In the 50s and 60s
of the XX century, the independence of the Arab countries of Egypt, Syria, Lebanon, Iraq, the Arab
Maghreb-Tunisia, and Algeria, freed from colonialism, led to the activation of relations between the
intellectuals of these countries, especially writers. The development of these relations was further
helped by the fact that publishing houses, radio and television stations became the general news
space.

Toha Husayn, Mahmoud Teymur, Taufig al-Hakim, Najib Mahfuz, Yusuf Idris, Hanna Mina,
Jubron Khalil Jubron, Tahir Wattor, Zunun Ayyub and other famous Arab writers were accepted as
"teachers” for the writers of Al-Khalij countries, and followed them creatively, his works were
carefully studied. The modern artistic prose genres that appeared in the literature of Al-Khalij -
essay, story, novel, short story - were watered with the same realistic spirit.

Many writers from Kuwait and Bahrain went to study in Egypt, Lebanon, and Syria, and
lived in the literary environment there.

But we would be wrong to say that the writers of "Al-Khalij" imitated Egyptian, Syrian, and
Lebanese teachers, because their works had their own national character. This nationality is
provided by the culture, lifestyle, social and political environment of Al-Khalij countries, and the
uniqueness of the dialects used in their works.

But in the literature of these countries until the 70s, despite the development of mainly
short-story writing, no significant works were created yet.

CONCLUSION. In conclusion, we can say that Sulayman Shati, Abdulaziz Sarii, Laila
Osman, Surayya Bagsami, Ismail Fahd, Amina Shoib, Bizza al-Batini, who entered the literary field
in the 70s, Kuwaiti, Bahraini Khalaf Ahmed Khalaf, Muhammad Majid, Muhammad Abdulmalik ,
Qatari writers such as Kulsum Jobr and Kulsum Ghanim published their first collections of short
stories. Their works quickly became known in the Arab world and were even translated into
Russian, English, French and other Western languages.
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Of course, it was not easy to use a realistic style in al-Khalij's literature. Even though the
acquaintance of writers with realist literature samples was at a rapid pace, several internal socio-
political and spiritual-cultural factors prevented the improvement of the direction of realism in these
countries. First, there is the factor of limiting or banning by the state and religious control the issues
that depict religion, politics, and the relationship between men and women. Secondly, the social
consciousness of the authors themselves was not free from traditionalism, and the ability to think
beyond the limits of the environment, community, and certain circles was not yet sufficient. Only in
the middle of the 1970s, when the works of mature realism began to appear, modernist principles,
influenced by Western literature, appeared in al-Khalij's literature. As a result, elements of
surrealism and absurd literature appear in the stories.

In the 80s of the XX century, the literature of "Al-Khalij" improved a lot, in which works
based on psychological analysis were created, which can show the inner world of a person with the
image of the external environment.

Thus, we see that the modern prose developed in the Arab countries of al-Khalij in the 60s-80s
of the XX century embodies the features of realism, romanticism (“'al-ittijah al-vijdani'') and modernism.
We observe that educational literature tends to be instructive (didactic).

In conclusion, it is worth noting that when times change, both the decline and the fortune of
the nation are first of all reflected in the literature. Therefore, in the process of studying literature,
the spirit of that nation, its gradual development is discovered. Therefore, the importance of
studying the literature of Japanese and Gulf Arab countries is incomparable.

In search of the country's global position, the
political establishment relies on economic diplomacy, sets international standards of trade and investment
activity, and takes a leading position in the development of high-quality infrastructure. In the future, this
direction is considered as a basis for expanding political influence in the international arena.

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RELEVANCE STUDYING AND MEMORIZING JAPANESE HIEROGLYPHS BY
STUDENTS
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the article is to present the results of a study on the memorization of
Japanese characters by students in modern conditions of access to the global information space.
The idea of the article is to prove that it is important to build Japanese classes in hieroglyphics,
combining the methods of memorizing hieroglyphs already developed by teachers, at the same time
integrating modern technical achievements into the educational process. The use of computer
technologies in education, which in no way replaces, but complements the method of memorizing
hieroglyphs, helps in mastering and improving knowledge, and opens up new opportunities. The
author considers the concept of "global information space”. Modern electronic resources for
learning and fixing hieroglyphics, which are presented by groups of educational materials and
software, are considered in detail.

Keywords: hieroglyphs, global information space, Internet resources, students, teaching
methods.

INTRODUCTION

The existing types of writing in the world can be divided into two groups: ideographic
(hieroglyphic) writing (for example: Egyptian, Chinese, Japanese hieroglyphs) and phonetic
writing (for example: Latin, Cyrillic). Learning kanji is an important part of learning the Japanese
language. Teaching hieroglyphics to students from countries with non-hieroglyphic writing requires
a special approach. The reason is that hieroglyphs are an ideographic script that differs
significantly from their usual phonetic script. The Japanese scientific literature presents the results
of studies in which it was found that different hemispheres of the human brain are responsible for
the study and use of phonetic and ideographic writing, which also does not contribute to the easy
assimilation of hieroglyphs by students from countries with non-hieroglyphic writing.?°

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MATERIALS AND METHODS

The problems of teaching hieroglyphic writing to students of countries with non-
hieroglyphic writing can be grouped as follows?*:

1. Problems related to the properties of hieroglyphs.

2. Problems of teaching methods for hieroglyphics.

3. Problems of perception of hieroglyphs by students.

Let's list the main problems in groups.

1. Problems related to the properties of hieroglyphs.

(1) A large number of hieroglyphs to be learned;

(2) A large number of words made up of hieroglyphs that need to be studied;

(3) The shape of the hieroglyphs is complex;

(4) A large number of types of constituent elements of hieroglyphs;

(5) A large amount of information associated with each hieroglyph (shape, meanings,
readings, writing order, hieroglyphic key, etc.);

(6) The connection between the form, meaning and reading of the hieroglyph is not obvious;

(7) Information about the readings of hieroglyphs is ambiguous, a hieroglyph may have
several Japanese readings "on" and Japanese readings "kun";

2. Problems of teaching methods for hieroglyphics

(8) An unsystematic approach to teaching based on rote memorization is often used;

(9) Often the sequence of taught hieroglyphs is not rational;

(10) The time allocated for learning hieroglyphs is limited;

(11) Information and communication technologies (ICT) (computer, Internet) are not used
enough when teaching hieroglyphs;

3. Problems of perception of hieroglyphs by students from countries with non-hieroglyphic
writing

(12) Perceive hieroglyphs as unsystematized signs;

(13) Do not know the methods of self-study;

(14) are unaware of the various strategies for learning hieroglyphs;

(15) Having memorized hieroglyphs for a short time, they cannot keep them in long-term
memory;

(16) The search for hieroglyphs in the hieroglyphic dictionary causes difficulties.

The solution of the above problems requires the development of new approaches and the use
of effective teaching methods and tools. We propose a hierarchical approach to teaching, the use of
the mnemonic method and information and communication technologies in teaching.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The Japanese character is a compact collection of minimal graphic elements, or strokes. A
feature of a hieroglyph is an element that can be written with one stroke of a brush without tearing it
off the paper.

Example: & — {<, J, —}.

The hieroglyph consists of three lines. At the same time, a hieroglyph is a compact set of
minimal semantic elements, i.e., elements that are simpler hieroglyphs or elements of hieroglyphs
that have a certain meaning.

Example: 2=+ E+AX+0A.

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The hieroglyph is decomposed into four hieroglyphs of a simpler form, each of which has its
own meaning, and when combining the meanings of the constituent parts, one can to some extent
assume the meaning of the composite hieroglyph?2,

To facilitate understanding of the structure of hieroglyphs, remembering their form and
correct spelling, it is proposed to conduct training in the following hierarchical order from simple to
complex?®:

(D Katakana characters and characters

(2 Katakana alphabet

(3 Single element characters

@ Multi-element hieroglyphs.

When moving on to the study of hieroglyphs, it is useful to point out to students the
similarity of individual hieroglyphs with katakana characters ( TT, Hh#A, &%, Z—=, 0O
A) , as well as hieroglyphs whose constituent elements coincide with katakana characters (7%,
I, 12, 5, m DTh %, &, &, & {5 &) , in addition, to hieroglyphs that have the
same reading “kun” as katakana (F TF1, ~ &1, = = X [%1 ) orreading "he" 7

studying hieroglyphs that are more complex in form compared to katakana. Practice has shown that
students perceive hieroglyphs more easily, feeling their similarity with already familiar signs of the
katakana alphabet.

Students should pay attention to the commonality of the rules for writing signs of the
katakana alphabet and hieroglyphs.

General rule: the hieroglyph is written starting from the upper left corner and ending with
the lower right corner. The following are rules related to specific groups of characters. In the
examples, hieroglyphs and their alphabetic codes are written.?*

1. Features are written from top to bottom. = AAA

2. Features are written from left to right. JI| PBB

3. First, horizontal lines are written, then vertical ones. + AB

4. First, folding to the left is written, then folding to the right. PO

5. First, the outer part of the character is written, and then the inner part. 9] PGBHA

6. In hieroglyphs, the inner part of which is enclosed in a frame, first a frame is written
without its lower part, then the inner part is entered into it, and after that a lower horizontal line is

8. A dot at the bottom, top right or inside is written last. ABAAQ

When determining the order of teaching hieroglyphs, one should proceed from the interests
of students. But it is recommended to form groups according to meaning, while giving single-
element hieroglyphs first, and then compound multi-element hieroglyphs. When teaching
compound hieroglyphs, the elements included in them should be given together for a better
understanding by students of the meaning of the compound hieroglyph (Table 1)

Application of the scanning method for learning to memorize the form and order of writing
hieroglyphs.

The scanning method consists in pronouncing a rhyme to memorize the form and order of
writing a hieroglyph, namely, in the order of writing, the names of semantic elements are
pronounced; elements that match in shape with the signs of katakana; as well as features of
hieroglyphs. When using rhymes, even a hieroglyph of a complex shape can be quickly and
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permanently remembered. For example, to memorize the complex character #g&

For a set of hieroglyphs, two methods are implemented in it. The first method is based on
the use of a table of key elements of hieroglyphs. When you specify with the mouse the key
elements that are the components of the desired character, hieroglyphs appear on the upper strip,
which contain the specified key characters. By scrolling from these hieroglyphs, the desired one is
selected and inserted into the text (Fig. 2).

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According to the second method, the input of hieroglyphs is carried out by entering their
reading in hiragana and subsequent transformation into hieroglyphs.

NJStar includes a Japanese-English dictionary, the latest version of which, freely distributed
on the Internet, includes over 6,000 characters and about 100,000 words.

Using the KanjiGold program.

The KanjiGold program is designed to test knowledge of the meanings ( in English ) and
reading Japanese characters (Fig. 3).

We have developed a database of 2136 hieroglyphs of the official list of commonly used
hieroglyphs, which includes a file with hieroglyph data and a file with key data. The database can
be used to search for characters by their attributes. The file with hieroglyphs contains 2136
hieroglyphs, which have the following attributes (Fig. 5):

1) NN - serial number
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2) =F kaniji (the character itself)
3) Character code according to the Unicode system
4) NS - number of strokes (number of strokes)

5) Radical (key element number)

6) Symbolic code (symbolic code of the hieroglyph)
7) ABC code (alphabetic character code)

8) Reading (one Japanese reading of the character “He”)
9) Meaning_English (the meaning of the hieroglyph in English)
10) Meaning_Russian (the meaning of the hieroglyph in Russian)

To search for a character in the table, you need to press 2 “Ctrl + F” keys simultaneously,

the “Find and Replace” dialog box will open. In the "Find" window, enter one of the attributes of
the hieroglyph, in the example, the character code 140/9/21 is taken. After pressing the “Find next”
button, the found attribute is highlighted on the table and in this line (in Fig. 6 - line 10) you can see
the desired character and all its attributes.

Communicating in the language environment provided by the Internet, students are involved

in solving a wide range of meaningful, realistic, interesting and achievable tasks. In addition,
students can learn to respond spontaneously and adequately to circumstances, which encourages the
creation of original statements, rather than the stereotyped manipulation of language formulas.?®

These resources can be actively used in a Japanese lesson. If we talk about mastering
communicative and intercultural competencies by students, then this cannot be done without the
practice of communication and the use of Internet resources in a foreign language lesson. For
example, the Internet virtual environment allows you to go beyond time and space, providing its
users with the opportunity to communicate authentically with real interlocutors on topics that are
relevant to both sides.?®

CONCLUSION

The use of innovative multimedia programs and technologies in the process of studying
hieroglyphic material along with “immersion” in the language environment is considered by
students as an important factor that determines the efficiency of assimilation and memorization of
hieroglyphic material. Along with this, 15.4% of students consider it necessary to take into account
national traditions in the process of learning the Japanese language. This indicates that the role of
cultural factors in the study of the Japanese language is clearly underestimated by students, and this
requires special attention from the teacher, who should pay attention to the national cultural
traditions of Japan and show that the assimilation of hieroglyphs is easier if the student knows the
history of the formation of Japanese writing and language.

The work of a teacher must necessarily be aimed at exploring the possibilities of the
information space in order to create new and improved teaching methods that will help students in
learning and memorizing Japanese characters. The use of the Internet technology system in
Japanese classes is an effective method of memorizing Japanese characters. However, we must not
forget that the Internet is only an auxiliary technical learning tool, and in order to achieve optimal
results, it is necessary to correctly integrate its use into the lesson process.

The approach described in this article is based on the systematization and coding of
hieroglyphs and their elements, the classification of hieroglyphs by complexity, the hierarchical
approach, the structural decomposition of hieroglyphs, the algorithmic principle of their study, the
use of information and communication technologies, identification methods and includes:

1. Establishing a rational sequence for studying hieroglyphs, taking into account the
principles of "from simple to complex™ and modularity.

2. Using the method of mnemonic associations for a better understanding and memorization
of hieroglyphs.

3. The use of computer technology to study and test knowledge of hieroglyphs.

ABSTRACT

This article examines the modernist tendencies in the novel "The Setting Sun™ by the
Japanese modernist writer Dazai Osamu.

Dazai Osamu is one of the greatest writers of the 20th century. His work cannot be
attributed to any particular genre. Many call him a classic of the "novel about himself"
("watakushi-sesetsu™), others talk about his proximity to romanticism, but despite the fact that both
are undoubtedly present in his work, it is difficult to fit Osamu Dazai's prose into the narrow
framework of one genre.

"The Setting Sun" is one of Dazai Osamu's novels. Here the author shows the decline of an
aristocratic family in the first post-war years, expressing fear of the impending storm and warning
that the revolution is hostile to beauty and humanity.

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CHINESE-ISH WORLD IN JAPANESE
CONTEMPORARY EPIC FANTASIES FOR GIRLS
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ABSTRACT

This paper aims to examine the imagination of contemporary Japanese popular texts toward
Chinese (or Chinese-ish) culture, focusing on high fantasies. Taking up this imagination for the
epic in high fantasies, it reconsiders the notions of history and narrative in this genre related to the
image of China, adopting a gender perspective.

Epic literature is a typical example that is related to the “grand narrative” and suffers
under the spell of Bakhtin’s dictum: “we encounter the epic as a genre that has not only long since
completed its development, but one that is already antiquated (Bakhtin 1981: 3).” From the gender
point of view, epic literature has been considered to be typically a masculine genre, from Homer’s
lliad to Milton’s Paradise Lost, as Bernard Schweizer states: “Both in subject matter and in form,
epic may well be the most exclusively gender coded of all literary genres (Schweizer 2006: 1).”
Japan was no exception; the heroic tales and war chronicles such as The Tale of Heike were
definitely labeled male literature, while the diary-form was considered feminine.

As far as contemporary Japanese literary genres are concerned, however, a desire for the
epic still exists, and gender bias seems to affect them as well; a grand saga for boys’ comics and
animation (such as Uchii Senkan Yamato (Star Blazers: The Quest for Iscandar) and the Gundam
series in the 1970s-80s) and love and friendship for girls (from Candy Candy in the 1970s to Kimi
ni Todoke (From Me to You) in the 2000s). On the other hand, it is also intriguing that these genres
seem to foster a desire for the epic among girls, especially epics with some Chinese-ish imagination.
This paper also clarifies the girls’ yearning for grand history and the characteristics of the works
that have been linked with Chinese-ish (and sometimes East Asia-ish) exoticism.

Keywords: Japanese Epic Fantasy, Grand Narrative, Chinese Culture, Gender.

Yu Watase’s Fushigi Yigi (Fushigi Yigi: The Mysterious Play) is a comic series, serialized
in a comic magazine for girls, from May 1992 through June 1996. It is a story about two junior high
school students, Miaka and Yui, who are transported to the ancient China-like Shisei Koku (Four
Right Kingdoms), through a strange book named The Universe of the Four Gods in the school
library. The worldview of the kingdoms are based on Chinese constellations, and the four symbols
and twenty-eight mansions are used in the story as the names of places and people. In Konan
Kingdom, Miaka becomes the Priestess of Suzaku (Vermillion Bird) whose mission is to gather the
seven Celestial Warriors. The story of Fushigi Yiigi is rather focused on Miaka’s relationships with
her family and friends, including her romance with one of the seven Celestial Warriors, Tamahome.
It enjoyed widespread popularity among girls, and the TV animated version was broadcasted from
1995 to 1996.

In 1992, another story inspired by a Chinese-ish worldview appeared in the genre of fantasy
novels for young adults. Jiini Kokuki (The Twelve Kingdoms), written by Fuyumi Ono, was first
published in June 199220, |t is set in the world of the Twelve Kingdoms, where each
kingdom possesses a Qilin, a holy creature which embodies the will of Providence and is entrusted
with a mission to choose the monarch of the kingdom. Inspired by old Chinese (especially Zhou

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dynasty) culture and customs, the worldview of this series is Chinese-ish, with mythological
creatures such as Qilin and supernatural powers. The on-going series continues as a grand chronicle
of the kingdoms, with episodes of various characters in different countries. It was adapted into an
animated series from 2002 to 2003.

Considering the animated versions, these works were well-received and seemed to influence
the later appearance of several similar Chinese-ish or East Asia-ish stories such as:

Saiunkoku Monogatari (The Story of Saiunkoku, 2006-2008): based on a “light-novel” series
written by Sai Yukino from 2003 to 2011. It is a story about a girl in a Chinese-ish fictional world
Saiunkoku, who tries to be a government official and gets involved in running the state.

Akatsuki no Yona (Yona: The Girl Standing in the Blush of Dawn, 2014-2015): based on a
comic created by Mizuho Kusanagi from 2009. The princess of the Kouka Kingdom, Yona, is
forced to flee the castle when her father the King was killed by her cousin Soo-Won. Set in a
Korean-ish/ East Asia-ish world, Yona fights with her companions to survive, and finally turns out
to be the reincarnation of the legendary Red Dragon King Hiry.

Here | would like to focus on the protagonist of The Twelve Kingdoms, originally the main
character of the first volume, Tsuki no Kage, Kage no Umi (The Shadow of the Moon, The Sea of
Shadow). One day, a common Japanese high school student, Yoko Nakajima, meets a strange man
named Keiki with golden hair and is suddenly attacked by a monstrous bird. After Keiki makes her
become possessed by “Hinman,*??” she makes full use of the sword and wins an incomprehensible
battle against the bird. Keiki and his team take her to another world, the world of the twelve
kingdoms. The story follows her development through battles against supernatural creatures and
reveals that she is supposed to be the queen of the kingdom of Kei, chosen by its Qilin, Keiki.
Although her character was weak in the beginning, always eager to avoid displeasing her family and
friends in her life in Japan, Yoko grows gradually in strength and maturity to become a queen who
has the confidence of the people of Kei. While the plot also bears an aspect of Bildungsroman, its
arather to create the Twelve Kingdoms’ Saga. The stories of the kingdom Tai and En are described
in the following episodes: Kaze no Umi, Meikyi no Kishi (Sea of Wind, Shore of the Labyrinth), and
Higashi no Watatsumi, Nishi no Sokai (Sea God in the East, Vast Sea in the West). Yoko’s struggle
as the queen of the kingdom Kei is depicted in Kaze no Banri, Reimei no Sora (A Thousand Miles
of Wind, The Sky at Dawn).

As stated above, the point of the story is the growth of Yoko, from a timid girl to a confident
queen. The daughter of a middle-class family in contemporary Japan, Yoko goes to “an ordinary girls’
high school,” and her parents believe in old-fashioned values. Her reddish hair annoys her mother:

A perfect girl must be neat and clean. Be quiet and obedient. It’s humiliating if people think
that you are dressing gaudily to attract their attention. That means they doubt your humanity. (Ono
2012: 15)

She gains strength through her adventures, battling with monsters and gaining wisdom. It is
notable that her clothing represents her change. First she wears her school uniform. Then, after being
transported to the kingdom and becoming separated from Keiki and his team, she buys male clothes and
disguises herself as a boy to throw her pursuers off the track. In this scene, Yoko recalls a pair of blue
jeans. When she was in elementary school, she wanted to wear jeans for a school trip to an outdoor
obstacle course. However, she was scolded by her father:

- I don’t like a girl who’s dressed like that.

- All the girls wear jeans.

- I don’t like that. It’s shameful for a girl to dress and talk like a boy. | hate that.

- But we will have a competition. | will lose if | wear a skirt.

- A girl does not beat a boy. (Ono 2012: 202)

121 Tn the animated version, Keiki makes Yoko swallow Hinman.
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This memory reminds her again of her parents’ creed: “A girl has to be neat, clean and
pretty. Be obedient and gentle. It’s okay to be shy and submissive. You don’t have to be smart, nor
strong. (Ono 2012: 203)” In the kingdom, she realizes that this creed is not true.

I have to be strong to be safe. | have to use my brain and body to the very limits to survive.
(Ono: ibid.)

This awakening brings Yoko to a phase beyond that of Fushigi Yigi’s Miaka. Although
Miaka also fights with her team/friends, her role is always feminine--- as the priestess, or as the
romantic partner of Tamahome. Yoko, on the other hand, dismisses her old ideas planted by her
parents and makes her own steps toward adventure. With this emancipation from the feminine
gender role, her “heroic” activities with the magic sword that only the true king of Kei can use
efficiently make her go through hardships and gain maturity. It reminds us of Schweizer’s argument
on the female epic:

Indeed, it seems obvious that women writing epics would be taking up a quasi-androgynous
stance by adopting a quintessentially masculine discourse --rather like slipping on a male mask that
allows the female to pass into territory previously off-limits to her, in this case the land of heroism,
leadership, and epic grandeur. (Schweizer 2006: 4)

By sometimes putting on a male mask, Yoko succeeds to the throne of the kingdom of Kei.
She removes the false king Joei with her own hand in the animated series. Yet, we should note that
Yoko is not always a fighter in cross-dress; she doesn’t need to be a male figure in her struggles.
The plot of this story follows the typical epic, including Yoko’s femininity. We can see in this story
the desire to create “another world” where girls are actively involved in making history.

The following fantasies share this desire with The Twelve Kingdoms: Shiirei, the heroine of
The Story of Saiunkoku renders service to her country as a government official and marries the king.
Her daughter becomes queen later and attends to government affairs. In Yona: The Girl Standing in
the Blush of Dawn, the protagonist Yona overcomes hardships to succeed to the throne. In their
chronicles, female characters take part naturally in the conduct of state affairs, experiencing
“masculine domains” such as politics and fighting. Their authenticity is guaranteed by the will of
Providence. (Yoko is chosen by the Qilin, Yona is the reincarnation of the legendary Red Dragon
King.)

Then, why do these fantasies choose the Chinese-ish settings? Let us examine the
significance and the effects of these settings.

Perennial favorites in Japan, Chinese historical texts and novels such as Sanguozhi (Records
of the Three Kingdoms) and Hsi-yu Chi (Journey to the West) have been adapted for animation
since the 1960s.

Records of the Three Kingdoms was very popular in its novelized form in Japan, written by
Eiji Yoshikawa from 1939 to 1943. Based on this novel, Mitsuteru Yokoyama created his comic
book version from 1971 to 1986, which also won the hearts of readers. More or less influenced by
Yoshikawa and Yokoyama’s works, the animations were released beginning in the 1980s, in 1985
and 1991. Considering its popularity, we should also mention the puppet play version which was
broadcast by the state-run station from 1982 to 1984.

Journey to the West was adapted for animation earlier. Based on Osamu Tezuka’s comic
Boku no Son Gokii (My Monkey King, 1952-1959), an animated movie was created in 1960 and won
the special prize in the Venice Film Festival. The serialized TV show appeared in 1967, with the
title Gokii no Daibouken (The Great Adventure of the Monkey King). Emphasizing the comical side
of the story, this animated series attracted a young audience and became popular.

There is no doubt that these animations created from Chinese canonical works fostered the
Chinese-ish imagination of the subsequent works. Their spectacular historical stories with imposing
characters stimulated an adventurous spirit and a longing for heroes in their readers. Colored by the
exoticism and stereotypes of Chinese history that evoke a grandiose impact, these works inspired
Japanese fantasy worlds.
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From the gender perspective, it is also notable that The Great Adventure of the Monkey King
added a girl character to the party of Xuanzang. This girl, named Tatsuko (Dragon Girl), plays an
active role in the party, and became the prototype of the following Chinese “tomboys” in Japanese
pop-texts. Regarding the brisk image of Chinese girls, Japanese readers have also found “strong
women” in Chinese classic literature. Taijun Takeda, a novelist who was considered to be an
authority on Chinese literature in post-war Japan, often referred to this type of women in Chinese
literature:

There is a word “lihai (] ” in Chinese. It means strong and extreme, qualifying

someone as talented and capable. [...] The tragedy of Hong Lou Meng (Dream of the Red Chamber)
is a genuine immortal tragedy, not only because it has a pathos in the disappearing of gentle and
beautiful boys and girls, but because it also has human depth and development with such lihais as
the poignant Wang Xifeng and the strong You Sanjie. [...] We love the talent of Ms. Qiu Jin and
Wu Zetian because we sympathize with the certain power of their intensity. (Takeda 1972: 21-22)

In a magazine dialogue between Takeda and a scholar of Chinese literature, Minoru
Takeuchi in 1974, Takeuchi mentions these “intense” female figures:

Takeuchi: [...] Chinese women are special. We can find this type in your works such as
“The King and Beautiful Princesses of Different Races” and “The Quick-witted and the Beautiful.”
These female figures are in the tradition of Chinese literature, older than Shui Hu Zhuan (Water

Margin). Although they call them Pofu in Chinese, we can’t find a good translation in

Japanese. Neither “Bitch ” nor “Poison woman ” Accurately describe these

figures. (Takeda 1979:224-225)

In addition, kung fu movies became very popular in Japan in the 1970s, with the big hit of
Enter the Dragon (1973), starring Bruce Lee. These images might also have influenced Japanese
popular texts.

An active and powerful fighting girl with a double top knot emerged again in comic books
and fighting games in the middle of the 1980s. Tsun Tsururin appeared in Akira Toriyama’s Dr.
Slump (vol.10) in 1983. Toriyama recalls later that the concept of Tsun family was adapted from
kung fu movies (Toriyama 2007).

Yie Ar Kung-Fu, an arcade game by Konami released in 1985, had a girl fighter Lang, with
pink duangua and a double top knot. Her appearance is undoubtedly the grown-up (and sexy)
version of Tatsuko. The image of Lang influenced the popular game series, Street Fighter from
1991, and gave birth to Chun-Li (Capcom 2012:432). Blending together these characters, this
stereotyped image has also been inherited by characters in popular comic books, such as Shampoo
in Rumiko Takahashi’s Ranma 1/2 (vol.4-, 1988). Miaka of Fushigi Yigi is another descendant of
this Chinese-ish girl.

Thus, Japanese pop-texts have created a stereotype of Chinese (-ish) girl; an active and
strong girl, wearing duangua or cheongsam, with double top knot hair. An article of Sohu.com news

( ), carried an article on these images of Chinese girls in Japanese popular culture on October
20 2016: “Why are all the Chinese girls in Japanese anime cheongsam and bun head?”, and pointed

out the influence of a Taiwanese movie, Jiang Shi Xiao Zi ( Hello Draculla, 1986). It was

broadcasted in Japanese TV in 1987 and caught on with Japanese audiences. As the article refers to
“a Chinese house in a Hollywood movie, always decorated with a dragon,” the Japanese stereotype
of Chinese-ish girls is no more than another biased assumption, sometimes still connected to
political and sexual imperialism.

The fantastic works we have examined have to be located in this context. It is undeniable
that they are actually a kind of cultural appropriation. Yet, it should be also noted that this
stereotype fostered Japanese girls’ yearning for grand history. It is intriguing that Western settings
could not serve the imagination that girls can take important roles in these grand, adventurous
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stories, although Japanese girls’ culture has been always mostly influenced by Western culture. We
certainly have some important works with fighting heroines in European settings, such as Osamu
Tezuka’s Ribon no Kishi (Princess Knight, 1953, animated series in 1967) and Riyoko Ikeda’s
Versailles no Bara (The Rose of Versailles, 1972, animated series in 1979). Nevertheless, we
observe that the protagonists, Princess Sapphire and Oscar Francois de Jarjayes always fight as
males, as they must pretend to be boys in patriarchal societies (to be eligible to inherit the throne or
to follow her father the Count as Captain of the Royal Guard).

Sapphire seems to switch her gender with her dressing: Princess Sapphire makes a flower
wreath for her mother, but when the need arises, she changes herself into Prince Sapphire and
leaves to attend the troop review, tossing around the wreath. This scene reveals that the world of
fiction is very strict about gender roles and the expected behaviors of the both sexes, just as it was
in 1960s Japan. That’s why the failure of the tricks of Sir Nylon amused the readers, and Sapphire
turns into “the girl with the flaxen hair” to nurse Prince Charming. Although she is depicted as a
master fencer, she loses her strength when she becomes “feminine” (once because of the flute of the
angel Tink, once more because Tink takes the boy’s heart from her), and is scared of battle. While
the cross-dressed Oscar plays an active part in French history during the Revolution, it is notable
from some scenes that this work reinforces gender norms. For example, when she falls for Hans
Axel von Fersen, she wears a robe for the ball and stays quiet, and when she becomes incapable of
battle after the death of her beloved, André Grandier, she blames her “femininity”.

By comparing these two figures, we see some common points. They cross gender norms
only when they cross-dress. This form of existence doesn’t seriously threaten the heterosexual,
male-oriented Japanese society, just as the Takarazuka Revue, the all-female musical theatre
company, does not. In Japanese (especially girls”) fantasy, Western settings definitely continue to
be related to princess stories and happy endings with “Prince Charming” including Princess Knight.
A Western princess was a symbol of ideal femininity, someone who just waits for her prince to take
her to his castle, marry him and “live happily ever after.” This structure has been repeatedly
introduced in girls’ comics and animation, often set in some Western place.

Under these circumstances, the fantasy and desire to create “another world” where girls are
actively involved in making history chose this Chinese-ish or East Asia-ish worldview. It might be
an interesting coincidence that Disney’s adaptation of a Chinese legend to their “princess stories”
was Mulan (1998), a story about a girl who masquerades as a boy and joins the army. Moreover,
Chinese-ish clothes serve to dissolve gender differences, as far as appearance is concerned, whereas
Japanese or Western clothes accentuate gender differentiation. Here, the definition of gender roles
in real Chinese society doesn’t matter at all. Although we have some knowledge about the
traditional androcentrism of the patriarchal society in China, the Chinese-ish imaginary land turns
out to be an ideal stage for a girls’ epic fantasy.

To conclude this investigation, | would like to return to the question of narrative. These
cases of Chinese-ish, or East Asia-ish high fantasies are obviously not for the “grand narrative,” as
they focus on the female point of view. The desire for the epic in these stories rather reveals that
contemporary epics are to be collected in diverse narratives. It shows the reduction of the diverse
“our narratives” to the entertainment sphere on one hand, but each narrative is still attempting to
recreate and renarrate history from its own point of view.

Information about the scholar's contribution
to the development of the field, in particular, the translations of the rubai (poems) of Omar
Khayyam, translations of Nizami's epics "Layli and Majnun”, "Khusrav and Shirin", Fakhriddin
Gurgoni's "Vis and Romin", Firdawsi's "Shahname" from Persian into Japanese, Persian,
Japanese-Persian and Persian-Japanese dictionaries made by her is provided. Also, the famous
poet Suhrob Sepehri's trip to Japan and his impressions about this trip will be covered. In addition
to these, information about Iran's ambassadors in Japan is also provided.

ABSTRACT

The aim of this article is to study the problems of promoting sustainable democracy and
developing a model of effective public administration in Uzbekistan in cooperation with
international rating agencies.

In 2018 Uzbekistan committed to the implementation of the UN SDGs until 2030. The area
of policy decision demands to indicate priorities and to develop management models, strategies and
to achieve its goals of socio-economic development.

There are many international ratings and indices to evaluate the level of development and
archiving results of a word's countries. Our country has delivered dates in 19 international ratings.
(See Appendix 1 and 2). Uzbekistan's ranking place in 2022 show that reforms in the country need
to be continued.

As in many Asian states, in our country big efforts are directed on reforms of the public
administration system, in terms of improving the work of state institutions, which should improve
the quality of citizens life. In this area, the task of developing a system of efficiency, accountability
and the fight against corruption, which hinders the effective implementation of reforms, remains an
urgent task.

In order to improve our position in international rankings you can deal with international
organizations that provide consulting services.
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We studied the experience of the Republic of Korea. This country has good results dialogue
with experts from the Open Government Partnership organization.

So now for our country recommendations of international ratings organization in one hand
and the attention of civil society institutions on the other hand can provide a certain kind of
pressure on the national government to focus on archiving better results.

Key words stable democracy, open government, the place of the Republic of Uzbekistan in
the international ranking, the opportunity to participate in the OGP organization.

ABSTRACT

Despite its overwhelming popularity through the centuries, the heike biwa music started to
lose its dominating role in the folk performing tradition from around the end of the 16™ century.
Most biwa hashi, or blind biwa players, gave up the biwa for shamisen, koto, or kokyia instruments.
After the Edo period, it was only in Kyushu that the biwa was not replaced with the shamisen. In
this region, the biwa continued to be a part of the folk performing tradition until the second half of
the 20th century due to its primary function in folk religious practices.

The genre of blind biwa music of Kyushu is widely known today as the higobiwa. However,
the term is relatively new and appears to have been coined not earlier than the Meiji era, as an
attempt to distinguish the biwa tradition of Kumamoto from the satsumabiwa and chikuzenbiwa.

In this paper, I will give a historical overview of the tradition of blind biwa music of Kyushu,
present some of its famous representatives and introduce a unique collection of the blind biwa
audio and video recordings, The Hyodo Collection of Blind Biwa Narratives.

The authorship of the novel is attributed to
Murasaki Shikibu, a lady at the court of Empress Shoshi. The Treatise “Nameless Notes” (Mumyozoshi)
says: “The fact that Murasaki Shikibu created Genji seems to be an amazing thing, impossible in our
world. None other than this miracle created by the Buddha in answer to her prayers. The problem of
attribution to some extent exists for every monument of medieval Japanese literature, which explains the
existence of assumptions that Murasaki Shikibu was not the author of Genji Monogatari. This article
will give grounds for both arguments regarding the authorship of the famous Japanese novel.

ABSTRACT

Internationalization of higher education is a key element of national strategies to achieve
national and international goals and priorities.

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STYLE AND INFLUENCES OF GUILHERME DE ALMEIDA
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ABSTRACT

This presentation aims to analyze the unique haiku (haikai) style of a Brazilian poet named
Guilherme de Almeida (1890-1969), one of the organizers of the Modern Art Week in Sdo Paulo in
1922, who created his own style of haikai in the first half of the twentieth century. Despite not being
the first to introduce the haiku to Brazil, nor the one who first wrote the haiku in Portuguese, he is
the most famous one, and consequently contributed enormously for the spreading of this poetry
form in the country. In his article titled “My haikais” published in 1937, Almeida showed his great
appreciation for the haiku and made efforts to demonstrate why this Japanese verselet can be
imported to the Portuguese language literature. He argued that there are several similarities
between the Japanese verselet and Portuguese poetry and established strict rules for his haikai
writings: a tercet composed of 575 syllables, along with title and rhymes. His proposed rules were
followed by many poets, however the concept that the authentic haiku does not have title nor rhyme
is progressively becoming widely known after the formation of the group called Grémio Haikai Ipé
in 1987. Thus almost nobody follows Almeida’s rules nowadays. Nonetheless, his efforts to spread
haikai in Brazil are widely recognized as highly influential together with other poets who followed
him, for instance Haroldo de Campos, Millor Fernandes, Paulo Leminski and many more.

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ABSTRACT

This study is positioned as one of the results of the “Comprehensive research on various
‘Easy Languages’ for social implementation” project by Professor Toshinobu Usuyama of the
University of Tsukuba. To make “Easy Kazakh” and “Easy Russian” guidelines for people with
developmental disabilities in Kazakhstan, it is first necessary to know the general characteristics of
the languages of people with developmental disabilities and what the people find difficult to
understand in Kazakh or Russian. Also, it is appropriate to make the guidelines for Easy Kazakh
and Russian with reference to the situation in Germany, which has strongly developed Leichte
Sprache (i.e., Easy Language) for people with developmental disabilities.
