The event is examined within the context of rivalry
with the Mamluks, who held a monopoly on sending
the Kiswah, as well as within the broaderframework
of the formation of the new cultural policy of the
Timurids.
The source base includes medieval chronicles by
Abdurrahman Samarkandi, Ibn Arabshah, and
Mahmud ibn Wali, as well as the works of modern
orientalists such as V. V. Bartold, M. Subtelny, L.
