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THE U.S. EXPERIENCE IN ATTRACTING HIGHLY SKILLED MIGRANTS

migrants to the United States. It examines the flow of highly educated migrants, their impact on the
national labor market, and their role in economic growth and innovation processes. Migrants make a
significant contribution to addressing the shortage of specialists in STEM fields, maintaining
corporate competitiveness, and increasing the U.S. GDP.
