CHILD PSYCHOLOGY IN THE SHORT STORIES OF SELIM iLERI
Dilnoza ABDULXAYEVA*

Ozet

Edebiyat tarihinde c¢ocuk imgesi farkli doénemlerde farklh
yorumlanmistir. Antik edebiyat doneminde ¢ocuk imgesi ayr1 bir kahraman
olarak somutlastirilmamistir. Ortagag edebiyatinda masumiyet ve saflifin
sembolii olarak ortaya c¢ikan cocuk sembolii eserlerde daha ¢ok ahlaki ve dini
konular1 anlatmak icin kullanilmistir. Bireyin i¢ diinyasi, ruhsal durumu, i¢
celiskileri, tutkulari, 6zlemleri, duygulari, hayalleri derin bir sekilde ele
alinmaya baslayan ¢agdas edebiyatta ise yetigskin kahramanlarin yani sira ¢gocuk
ve onun psikolojisi de ayrintili ve ¢ok yonli bir sekilde anlatilmaya baglamistir.

Yakin bir zamanda hayata veda eden iinlii yazar Selim ileri Tiirk
edebiyatina hikaye, roman, esse, hatira, oyun gibi tiirlerde giizel eserler sunarak
onun gelisimine blylik katkida bulunmustur. Yazar eserlerinde bireyin i¢
diinyasini derinlemesine ele almisti. Onun Bi Keman, Annemin Sardunyalari,
Biitiin Istanbul Bilsin, Miisamere, Kili¢ Artiklar, Yarin Aglayacagim, Erismez
Nevbahar adli hikayelerinin ana karakteri ¢cocuklar olup yazar bu hikayelerinde
sosyal esitsizlik ve onun c¢ocugun ruhsal durumu iizerindeki -etkisini
yansitmigtit. Selim Ileri, kahraman-anlatici tarafindan cocukluk yillarinda
yasanan olaylar anlatilan Gelinlik Kiz, Elbise Haritalar1 gibi hikayelerinde ise
cocuk ruhunun ince yonlerini ortaya ¢cikarmaya c¢alismistir. Bu hikayelerde
yazar sinifsal esitsizlik, toplumsal sorunlar, zenginlerin fakirleri asagilamasi,
hor gdérmesi, aile bliyiiklerinin zararli aliskanliklarinin ¢ocuk ruhunu nasil
etkiledigini, cocugu yanlis su¢glama sonucunda onun kalbinde ne kadar biiyiik
ve onarllmaz yaralar a¢tigini sanatsal olarak yansitmistir.

Abstract

In the history of literature, the image of the child has been interpreted
differently in different periods. In ancient literature, the image of the child was
not concrete as a separate hero. The child symbol, which emerged as a symbol
of innocence and purity in medieval literature, was used mostly to explain moral
and religious issues in works. In contemporary literature, where the individual’s
inner world, spiritual state, internal contradictions, passions, longings,
emotions, and dreams have begun to be discussed in depth, children, and their
psychology, as well as adult heroes, have begun to be described in detail and in
a versatile way.

The famous writer Selim Ileri, who passed away recently, contributed to
the development of Turkish literature by presenting beautiful works in genres
such as stories, novels, essays, memoirs, and plays. The author has dealt with
the inner world of the individual in depth in his works. The main characters of
his stories named “A Violin” (Bi Keman), “My Mother’s Geraniums” (Annemin
Sardunyalari), “Let All Of Istanbul Know” (Biitiin Istanbul Bilsin), “School Show”
(Miisamere), “Sword Remnants” (Kili¢ Artiklar), “I Wiil Cry Tomorrow” (Yarin
Aglayacagim), “Spring Does Not Melt” (Erismez Nevbahar) are children, and in
these stories the author reflects social inequality and its effect on the child’s
mental state. Selim Ileri tried to reveal the subtle aspects of the child’s soul in
his stories such as “Girl in A Wedding Dress” (Gelinlik Kiz) and “Dress Maps”
(Elbise Haritalar1), in which the hero-narrator talks about the events
experienced in his childhood. In these stories, the author artistically reflects
how class inequality, social problems, rich people’s humiliation, and contempt
for the poor; how the harmful habits of the family elders affect the child’s psyche,
and how big and irreparable wounds he inflicts on the child's heart because of
wrongly accusing him.
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In this paper, it will be determined how child psychology is reflected in
Selim Ileri’s stories titled “Let all of Istanbul know” (Biitiin Istanbul Bilsin), “Girl
in A Wedding Dress” (Gelinlik Kiz), “Dress Maps” (Elbise Haritalar1) and
evaluations will be made about them.
